1. New TLDs

Final report was published today – posted on web site but not yet posted to Council. Philip Sheppard said there doesn’t seem to be substantive change from earlier versions. Marilyn Cade asked the status of the items for the sub groups. Philip Sheppard said they are referenced in the report but there is a lack of integration. 

It was agreed that the reserved names work is mostly complete. 
Mike Rodenbaugh said that there is still substantive work on the work of the protecting the rights of others group and said there was a need for the Group to reconvene after San Juan. Mike Rodenbaugh, Philip Sheppard and Christina Rosette (IPC and chair of the right group) are having an informal dinner on Friday evening to discuss this. (This is not an organised cross-constituency meeting!).
Jim Baskin suggested there was a difference between accepting the report and starting the process for new TLDs. 
The meeting agreed that the PDP is not completed and that there is still staff and Council work to do.  ACTION BC reps.
2. WHOIS working group
The work of the three sub groups has been integrated. A new report is due on 20 June and will highlight areas of further work. 
Although no formal soundings of the whole group have been made yet there appears to be some convergence around the following:

· a self-declaration by the registrant that they are either a legal or natural person, resulting in full or retained WHOIS data respectively.

· that the role of the proposed operational point of contact should encompass the existing admin and tech contacts.

· that the OPOC should perform three functions RELAY, REVEAL, and REMEDY.

· that bulk access is needed to the full data set for law enforcement and private parties pursuing bad faith (though no agreement on how).
Areas to be discussed in San Juan include the legal position of the OPOC, OPOC as actor or communicator of the REMEDY function, the role of proxy services, and verification of those asking for bulk access.

George Kirikos pointed out that the BC is the only constituency to have submitted a proposal on the Telnic WHOIS issue. Philip Sheppard told the meeting that Jim Reid from Telnic will be attending the BC meeting in San Juan at 3.30 local time. There will be a Q&A session and interested members are encouraged to participate remotely.
3. GNSO Review
Philip Sheppard introduced this by saying he (along with other past Council chairs) had been invited to participate in a call with the board governance committee (BGC). One key proposal is to merge existing constituencies into 3 or 4 groups. An example was given of a Commercial users group including the existing BC, IP and ISP constituency. 

In discussion the following points were made:

· Marilyn Cade suggested that the BC should provide our own model. 

· Mike Rodenbaugh suggested the obligation for justification rested on those proposing change from the status quo.
· In reply to a question from Alistair Dixon, there was no proposal yet on how Council voting may work. But the BGC is trying to reduce the emphasis on voting in policy work.
· Michael Palage suggested we should ask where the return on investment is. Today 91% of ICANN income comes from the gTLD registrations.

This topic is the subject of the cross-constituency meeting, providing an opportunity for alignment and will be a major issue in San Juan. ACTION BC members

4. Domain Tasting

The Council will be considering an issues report on domain tasting (abuse of the add grace period). The report was requested by the ALAC. It was suggested that the report is light on evidence and that maybe a period of fact finding would be useful before launching a PDP. Cynthia Hagan agreed, saying we should ask for time to gather case studies. BC member companies Microsoft, Yahoo and Verizon would likely contribute to such a call. The BC reps will propose this. ACTION BC reps.
5. Other business
Philip Sheppard ran through the GNSO-related activities and meetings in San Juan

Mike Rodenbaugh had just received a draft Cross-constituency agenda and will forward to the list.
