2. New TLDs

· Certain Council members have invested a lot of time in organising a workshop to explain the output of the new TLDs process. Members on the call felt that such events were better organised by ICANN staff, freeing Council for policy decisions.

2. Domain tasting

· A proposal to move forward with a PDP on domain tasting is before Council. The decision was deferred from the last Council call and will be taken in LA. The BC will vote in favour. It looks likely that Council will be supportive.

· Staff have clarified that current provisions in the RAA are inadequate tools to prevent abuses arising from domain tasting.

3. WHOIS

· Council chair seems determined to move forward on process with a blind eye to substance. There are three competing motions that Council may consider in LA. One for a study (BC), one to move forward on OPOC and sort out the issues later(Council chair), and one to remove all registrar obligations on WHOIS (Ross Rader – Registrars). The BC regrets this situation and will vote against either of the last two motions if made. Moving forward with OPOC without the safeguards discussed in the WHOIS working group (OPOC responsibilities and access to shielded data) will do nothing to improve the use of WHOIS in the fight against fraud and acts of bad faith.

· The BC will support a workshop/ media event in LA to highlight the public interest aspects that WHOIS provides.

4. GNSO review

· A revised proposal is now overdue from the Board Governance Committee. The BC regrets that yet again, on such an important topic, reports are being issued too close to a physical meeting to allow for adequate constituency input.

5. WIPO II

· A report from staff is before Council for a possible alternative dispute resolution policy on domain names associated with international treaty organisations (IGOs).  The current draft is inadequate in two respects in that there is no need to prove bad faith as in the trade mark UDRP and so opens up the possibility of reverse domain name hijacking; and it seems to cover new not historic names.

· The BC believes these issues can be solved during a PDP and will support a motion to launch one.

6. IDNs

· Discussions continue between the CCNSO and the GAC on special rules for CCs.

· The new TLD process allows for no special treatment of IDN applications. 

7. Single Letter domain names

· A number of issues were raised (new versus past TLDs; imbalance in potential values etc). There will be further discussion in LA to provide input for the writing of a BC position paper.

8. Piecemeal approach to registry contracts

· The members on the call agreed that they were uncomfortable with what seemed to be an emerging pattern in ICANN contractual changes whereby specific changes deemed favourable to one party were expanded to cover all parties, by-passing the bottom-up constituency process.  This point may be raised with the Board in LA.
