2. A BC/IPC joint statement: Minimum safeguards for the introduction of new TLDs and further action
The current version of the paper was sent to the BC list on 18th September for a ten working days period for comment. No disagreements were received and the paper is deemed to be approved

Further Action

. contact the IPC secretariat and see if the IPC Constituency has formally approved the paper. Agree a method for communicating the joint position to the ICANN Board and other constituencies. (M. Jamin). 

. post the approved BC version on the BC website and use it to help the ICANN assessment process for new TLDs.

. write an introductory note explaining that all substantive issues are not listed in this paper and the BC is working on certain of these (J. Baskin will circulate a draft)

 - BC members, participating in the call, pointed out several issues that could be  discussed and possibily made into a position paper

-    pre-payment and a sunrise period

· mandatory payment of the registration fee by a registrant

· domain name renewal period practice 

3. Businesses and “rules of conduct» needed for the ccTLDs

Due to its importance to businesses several BC members suggested putting this topic on the agenda. In their view, multiple facets of the subject call for the cross-constituency discussion.

NB: The BC secretariat is trying to initiate a collaboration between the constituency secretariats and the DNSO secretariat aimed at improving the input to ICANN and cross -constituency knowledge.

Actions:

. contact the ccTLDs constituency secretariat to determine a) the state of play of the ccTLDs discussions on rule of conduct and b)  determine outreach proposals on these from the ccTLD constituency, c) assist / propsoe such outreach in their absence t (M Jamin) 

. the BC identified three areas of key concern: 

· registrants in ccTLDs

· application of the UDRP to ccTLDs

· set of principles enabling establishment of rules of conduct

4. BC Meeting in Los Angeles

. The BC meeting will take place on Monday 13th November 1:30 p.m. – 5:00 p.m.

. some suggestions concerning agenda were made:

i) gTLDs  - there is a need to asses the current applications for new gTLDs (45 applicants). Public comment period ends on 29th October. This could be the main agenda item for LA., J. Lewis will help by providing a copy of his analysis of the existing aplications.As a short-list emerges there may be opportunities to speak with applicants in LA.

ii) means of outreach to dissipate a degree of anti-business sentiment in the ICANN process and to communicate positive messages

iii) comment consensus building procedures within the DNSO – follow-up to the NC Review process

. Outreach: Maca Jamin informed the participants that the information on the BC will be distributed at the Eastern African Enterprise Conference that will be held in Addis Ababa 14 -16 October.
