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ICANN met in Shanghai in 2002, at its 
first ever meeting in the Asia Pacific 
region. Many of the BC’s members 
today attended that meeting. It is 
timely that we, as ICANN, and as 
the Business Constituency, return 
to China. Coming together at 
Beijing for ICANN, and for the BC 
is a recognition of the exponential 
growth of Internet users in China, and 
indeed in the Asia region. It is also 
a recognition that the World Wide 
Web, and the Internet are no longer 
dominated by ASCII.  

 The BC was a proponent of 
prioritizing IDNs, and the introduction 
of Registries that are in non ASCII 
scripts are fulfilling the promise 
that the BC envisioned, along with 
community gTLDs. China’s role 
in Internet growth in users of the 
Internet is unparalleled. Alongside 
India, Internet growth of users from 
this region dominates the future 
Internet. Business users must play a 
key role in the input into ICANN. 

 Four general topics seem to 
dominate in the ICANN agenda: 
new gTLD status, with the GAC’s 
role in objections; ICANN’S  
announcement of Working Groups on 

Even for the most devout ICANN 
follower, staying abreast of recent 
announcements, calls for public 
comment and other important events 
has been challenging to say the least. 

Let’s review the astonishing 
amount of activity that has 
occurred in the month leading up 
to the ICANN Meeting in Beijing.

March 6 – Public Interest 
Commitment (PICs) Published
New gTLD applicants were asked 
to indicate which parts of their 
applications would be integrated into 
the registry agreement as binding 
commitments.  ICANN has clearly 
stated that the submission of PICs 
was not required. Consequently, 
only about a quarter of new gTLD 
applicants posted additional PIC 
specifications.  

March 7 – Proposed Registrar 
Accreditation Agreement Posted for 
Comment
After 18 months of negotiation, ICANN 
has posted for public comment 

the contract that ICANN has with 
accredited Registrars. Major areas 
of improvement include the addition 
of 12 recommendations made 
by law enforcement, enhanced 
compliance tools, a registrant rights 
and responsibilities document, and 
reseller compliance. Although not 
agreed to by the Registrars, the 
new agreement also requires Whois 
verification and provides the ICANN 
Board the right the right to unilaterally 
amend the contract.

March 13 – New gTLD Formal 
Objection Period Closed
While Business did not have 
important information from the 
Governmental Advisory Committee 
(GAC), or even know whether New 
gTLD applications had passed Initial 
Evaluation, the formal objection 
period nonetheless closed on March 
13. Lists of formal objections will be 
publicly posted but were unavailable 
at the time this article went to print.
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The Trademark Clearinghouse 
(TMCH) was launched on March 
26 and is the most important 
rights protection mechanism built 
into ICANN’s new gTLD program. 
It allows brand owners to submit 
their trademark data into one 
centralized database, prior to and 
during the launch of new gTLDs.  

Any trademark holder, private 
person, or company can 
submit their trademark(s) to the 
Clearinghouse for validation using 
the web interface at trademark-
clearinghouse.com and after 
verification, these rights are 
centrally stored. The basic fee per 
trade mark is 1 year 150 $US, 3 
years 435 $US, 5 years 725 $US 
payable by credit card. Discounts 
are available for bulk submissions 
and agents by  prepaid accounts. 

The TMCH protects brands in two 
ways:

Sunrise
Sunrise is an initial period of at 
least 30 days before domain 
names are offered to the general 
public. Trademark owners can 
register domain name(s)  that 
match  their trademark(s) that 
have been submitted, validated 
and accepted into the Trademark

This new process reduces 
the administrative burden and 
associated costs for trademark 
holders in comparison to the 
individual registry validations of 
the earlier gTLD rounds; such as 
.mobi, .travel, .biz, and .xxx.  

Trademark Claims 
Trademark Claims service follows 
the Sunrise. It is a notification 
service – mandated by ICANN 
for all new gTLDs – to warn both 
domain name registrants as well 
as trademark holders of possible 
infringements. This will operate 
for 90 days from the launch of the 
domains to the general public.

A potential domain name 
registrant gets a warning notice 
when attempting to register a 
domain name that matches a 
trademark term in the TMCH.

If, after receiving and accepting 
the notice, the domain name 
registrant does continue to 
register the domain name, 
the trademark holder with a 
corresponding mark will receive 
notification of the domain name 
registration, so they can take any 
appropriate action if they would 
like to.

March 15 - Public Interest 
Commitments Dispute Resolution 
Procedure Introduced
ICANN posted the Public Interest 
Commitments Dispute Resolution 
Procedure (PICDRP) which will 
leverage an Expert Panel to 
determine whether a Registry 
Operator is in violation of the PIC. 
For those in violation, the Expert 
Panel will recommend remedies 
to ICANN. The initial comment 
period on thses new procedures is 
scheduled to close April 5.

March 20 – Reply Period on 
Revised New gTLD Registry 
Agreement Closed
The proposed new gTLD registry 
contract has already received 
harsh criticism from a number of 
Community members during the 
initial comment period due to new 
language which gives the ICANN 
Board right to unilaterally amend 
the contract. It still isn’t clear how 
ICANN will move forward in the 
face of such clear opposition.

March 26 – Trademark 
Clearinghouse Begins Accepting 
Submissions
Assuming that the Trademark 
Clearinghouse accepted trademark 
submissions on March 26, ICANN 
will have delivered on its promise 
that it would be launched in Q1, 
2013 — barely. Most companies 
are now trying to determine 
specifically which marks to submit.

Invariably, other reports, important 
announcements, and events 
that are of interest to Business 
will occur after this article goes 
to print. But rest assured – the 
Business Constituency will be 
following these activities closely 
to help our members not only 
understand  the issues that of 
are of greatest importance to 
Business, but we will be working 
together to ensure that our voices 
are heard throughout  the ICANN 
community.

The 2012/13 ICANN Nominating 
Committee (NomCom) started its 
work at ICANN 45 Toronto.  Although 
NomCom is composed of members 
from ICANN stakeholder groups, it 
functions independently.  Members 
act solely on behalf of the interests 
of the global Internet community and 
within the scope of the ICANN mission 
and responsibilities assigned to it by 
the ICANN Bylaws. 

The Business Constituency 
contributes two members to the 
NomCom; this year’s representatives 
are Ron Andruff and Waudo Siganga, 

who work closely together to present 
a unified approach from Business in 
the work of the NomCom.

At the first meeting in Toronto, 
Business successfully advocated for a 
new paradigm within the NomCom to 
make its processes more transparent 
and accountable. This effort is 
manifested in the recording of the 
NomCom sessions (for internal use) 
as well as the issuance of Report 
Cards following each meeting so that 
all ICANN stakeholders are better 
informed about the work of the 
committee. 

A key activity of the NomCom 
is Outreach; reaching out to 
communities around the world to tap 
the best candidates for consideration 
for the various ICANN leadership 
openings. Openings this year are 3 
Board Members, 2 GNSO Councilors, 
1 ccNSO Councilor, and 3 members 
of the ALAC. Apart from the face-
to-face meetings, the NomCom  
accomplishes most of its tasks 
through monthly conference  calls and 
via an email list. The next face-to-face 
meeting will be held at ICANN 46 
Beijing. 

ICANN Africa in collaboration with 
the African Union Commission, 
AfriNIC, AfTLD, ISOC Africa, ATU, 
AfRegistrars, Africa ICT Business 
sector, AIGF and AFRALO organized 
a 2-day conference in Addis-Ababa, 
Ethiopia on March 7-8, 2013. The 
conference was preceded by a 2-day 
Workshop on growing DNS business 
in Africa. The fulcrum of the meeting 
was to bolster the DNS business in 
Africa, promote the Multi-stakeholder 
Internet Governance approach and 
review progress on the implementation 
of the African Strategy unveiled at the 
Toronto meeting in October 2012.

To enrich the ICANN Africa 
engagement effort, Mr Chehade 
announced the creation of six African 
regional assistants to support Pierre 
Dandjinou, ICANN Vice-President 
for Africa. The regions are North, 
South, East, West, Central and Indian 
Ocean. He also tasked the African 
DNS industry to multiply the number 
of ICANN accredited registrars from 
5 to 25 in 2 years. He announced 
three new time zone compliant ICANN 
global offices. While LA Office is 
remains, the others will be located in 
Istanbul, Turkey and Singapore. “The 

move is to bring ICANN closer to the 
stakeholders”, he said. “Africa will be 
serviced by the Office in Istanbul with 
IANA liaison that understands Africa”. 
He further explained.

More than 200 delegates participated 
in the thought-provoking meeting. 
Among participants in attendance 
were ICANN President/CEO, Mr Fadi 
Chehade, ICANN Board members 
Mike Silber, Sebastin Bachollet, Ray 
Pizak and George Sadowsky. ICT 
Ministers from Burundi and Uganda 
were in attendance. Nigerian ICT 
Minister sent a representative.  
AU Commissioner for ICT and 
Infrastructure was also in attendance.

Dr Tarek Kamel, Patrick Jones are 
some of the ICANN staff on ground. 
Jimson Olufuye, BC member and 
Chair, Africa ICT Alliance and Waudo 
Siganga, Chair computer Society of 
Kenya participated in the meeting.

who speak for individual users.  

As part of the GNSO, the BC holds 

two seats on its Council which 

represents all those interests directly 

to the Board of ICANN. The Council 

is tasked with managing the policy 

around gTLDs. Because of the varied 

and sometimes conflicting views 

held by individual constituencies, 

the Council is also the best place for 

compromise and collaboration. Or not.

Also as part of the GNSO, the BC 

participates in the nomination and 

election of two members of the ICANN 

Board. More important, though, is 

that on its own the BC has a hand 

in the selecting two members of the 

NomCom.  

That’s the Nominating Committee, 

responsible for recruiting and 

placing members on each of the key 

organizations of ICANN, including 

the Board and the Council. Because 

the BC represents business’ great 

and small, it places two members on 

the NomCom. One is responsible for 

the interests of large companies; the 

other is to be an advocate for small 

business.

Being a part of the BC does not mean 

giving your proxy to a group. There are 

significant ways for individual members 

to participate – through the public 

comment process and participation in 

the open sessions of the Board. The 

BC can offer approved constituency 

policy positions.

Participation in the BC gives 

organizations the chance to have a 

hand in all this. By doing so, there 

is a more informed debate and the 

opportunity for influence that bodes 

well for the health of the Internet and 

business.
